The GOLDEN BEAR LEVEL is designed to be a "Little
League" of golf where youngsters can experience fun, team-
oriented play on the golf course and get instruction on being
more competitive.

Youngsters ages 8-15 who meet a minimum skill requirement
and have passed a rules & etiquette test are eligible to partici-
pate. They are placed on teams and assigned a coach from the
Bear’s Best Professional Staff. The league which meets for 6-8
weeks has a similar format to the Ryder Cup. The Teams com-
pete each week against another team in the league using a
scramble, match-play format.
